rticle 39 A of the Indian
Constitutionprovides:"The State

shall secure that the operation
of the legal system promotes justice
on a basis of equal opportunity, and
shall, in particular, provide free legal
aid, by suitable legislation or schemes
or in any other way to ensure that
opportunities for securing justice are
not denied to any citizen by reason of
economic or other disabilities".

With the object of providing
free legal aid, Union Government,by
resolution dated 26th September
1980, appointed a committee for
implementing legal aid schemes
under the chairmanship of Mr.Justice
P.N.Bhagvati. The committee
evolved a model scheme for legal aid
programme applicable throughout
the country. But several deficiencies
came across in the implementation of
these programmes. Therefore in 1987,
aBillwasintroducedin the Parliament
with a comprehensive legislation
which came into our statute book
known as ‘The Legal Service Authority
Act 1987. It introduced new form of
justice delivery system known as Lok
Adalat’ which means people’s court.
Lok Adalat are being organised at
various places in the country under
the control and supervision of Legal
Service Authority at District level
under the Chairmanship of the District
Judge of each District and also at the
High Courts and Supreme Court.

The procedure before Lok
Adalat is simple, people friendly,
conciliatory,voluntary, summary in

nature,speedy, with no expense but
with the same result and effect of a
Court Decree. The slogan is-Justice
to the door-step of the people.
The response and result of this
alternate justice delivery system is
tremendous. Every second Saturday
or other holidays one can find the
functioning of Lok Adalat at every
court centre with a'neethimela”which
is a Mahamela. It is also held at least
once in a week at every centre and
canbe organised atany place notified.
The Adalat is presided by a sitting or
retired Judge with an Advocate and
a social worker as members which
constitute the Bench. The award
passed by the Lok Adalat is a deemed
decree of Court.

Ninety-seven not out. With 11 more

days left in this year as | write this
article, we can expect more surprises.
The three palitical fronts in Kerala
have called 97 hartals in the state in
2018, whereas it was 120 last year. For
an average Keralite, it is only a matter
of maths. But the tourism sector,
the mainstay of Kerala economy,
is bleeding from the impact of the
unmindful hartals. It is learned that
each hartal burns a Rs 200-crore hole
in the economy of the state with the
tourism sector coming to a grinding
halt.
There is always two sides to a story.
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Onone side when a hartalis observed,
people including foreign tourists are
stranded at railway stations. Being
forced to spend the whole day in a
public space without having anything
to do, anything to eat, anything
to drink is something traumatic
especially for children and women. On
the other side on the eve of the grand
hartals, there are long queues in front
of Beverages Corporation outlets and
a heavy rush is seen in poultry shops.
People are collecting the necessary
ingredients to celebrate the hartal.
But what exactly is the idea behind
observing a hartal?

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Part IVA of the Indian Constitution,
introduced by the 42nd Constitution
(Amendment) Act, 1976, enumerates
mandatory fundamental duties for
the citizens of India. Article 51A (b)
states that it shall be the duty of every
citizen “to cherish and follow the
noble ideals that inspired our national
struggle for freedom.” There is near
unanimity among historians that
Ahimsa and Satyagraha propounded
by Mahatma Gandhi, were noble ideals
that inspired our national struggle.
Fundamental duty to strike under the

oA
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Constitution to exist, Satyagraha, as
understood by the Mahatma, included
strikes. Satyagraha is a compound
word that includes ‘satya” and ‘aghra.’
Coined by the Mahatma himself in
South Africa, Satyagraha literally
refers to “insistence on truth” or
“holding on to truth”. This philosophy
of Satyagraha or civil disobedience
was the mainideabehind the practise
of itbyanumberof methods, including
fasts, cessation of work, hartals and
public demonstrations.

Mahatma laid great emphasis on the
just nature of the demand. A strike
was not a valid Satyagraha unless
workers had a ‘real grievance.” He
suggested that in making a demand
one should be guided by a sense of
justice. Mahatma made a distinction
between economic and political
strikes.  Strikes for  economic
betterment could not have a political
end as an ulterior motive. On the other
hand political strikes, must be treated
on their own merits and never mixed
up with orrelated to economic strikes.
Sympathetic strikes, according to
him, must be taboo until it could be
conclusively proved that the affected
men had exhausted all the legitimate
means at their disposal. It was certain
that no unjust strike could succeed.

No victory was just unless it was
achieved by pure means.

When Article 51(1\b) exhorts Indian
citizens to ‘cherish and follow the
noble ideals that inspired national
struggle for freedom” it includes
a fundamental duty to strike. But
secondly and most importantly,
strikes may be said to have been
“inspired by our national ideals”
only if it satisfies the conditions of
“just demand’, “non-violence” and
“willingness to submit the dispute for
arbitration”.

If you think hartals are anti-
democratic and the people suffer
greatly, no political party will agree
with you. Each one of them says the
hartals they observe are for the public
good and those protests called by
other parties are against the public
interest. The political parties and
organizations that call for strike,
purportedly espousing the cause of
public should realize that they are,
in effect, harming the public itself.
Often, people are not bothered even
to know for what ‘cause’ the hartal
is being observed. If you decide to
object hartal, they will call a hartal to
protest your objection too M

India is a complex country. We
have, through centuries, developed
various types of customs, traditions
and practices. These customs and
traditions, good as well as bad,
have become a part of our society’s
collective consciousness. We
worship female goddesses; we
also give great importance to our
mothers, daughters, sisters, wives
and other female relatives or friends.
But at the same time, Indians are
also famous for treating their women
badly both inside and outside their
homes.

Indian society consists of people
belonging to almost all kinds of
religious beliefs. In every religion
women are given a special place and
every religion teaches us to treat
women with respect and dignity.
But somehow the society has so
developed that various types of ill
practices, both physical and mental,
against women have become a
norm since ages. For instance, sati
pratha, practice of dowry, parda
pratha, female infanticide, wife
burning, sexual violence, sexual
harassment at work place, domestic
violence and other varied kinds of
discriminatory practices; all such
acts consist of physical as well as
mental torture element. It is the
critical role of religion as a powerful
force of influence on the quality of
life experienced by women and girls
throughout the world and advocate
the moral responsibility of religions
inimprovingthose lives. Declarations
including the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights, the Declaration
towards Global Ethic issued at the
1993 Parliament of the World's
Religions, the United Nation's 1978
international treaty (and bill of rights
for women) entitled Convention
on the Elimination of all Forms of
Discrimination  Against  Women
(CEDAW) enunciates provisions for
welfare of women. The struggle
for the dignity and equal rights of
women is the global human and civil
rights struggle of our time. War and

violence, economic disparity and
impoverishment, environmental
damage and its  devastating

consequencesfalldisproportionately
uponwomenand girlswho also suffer
the most prevalent injustices in our
world today. Violence, child marriage,
slavery and forced prostitution,
rape and sexual assault, domestic
brutality and abuse, "honour killings”
and immolation, bodily and genital
mutilation, gendercide of girls
and selective abortion of female
foetuses, and legitimized murder of
women are pandemic. Throughout
the world, one in three women has
been raped, beaten or violently
assaulted, seven hundred million
womenwere childrenwhen they were
married, more than one hundred and
thirty three million girls and women
have experienced some form of
female genital mutilation (FGM),
more than twenty thousand women
ayear are victims of “honour killings,”
usually committed by their fathers,
uncles, or brothers.

Institutions in which women are
given little voice impose constraints
on women's basic freedoms to
control their own bodies, move about
freely, own property, choose tomarry
or obtain a divorce, retain custody of
their children, receive an education,
work, or have their testimony given
equal weight in court. All over the
world, they risk being ostracized,
abused, or killed if they try to change
these unjust conditions. Even where
advances toward equality have been
made, women continue to suffer
disproportionately from poverty and
environmental devastation, from
violence and abuse, lifedamaging
discriminationinaccesstoeducation
and health care, the burdens of
unpaid care-giving and unequal pay,
and the systematic exclusion from
decision-making within religious and
other institutions that determine the
quality of their lives. These shameful
violations of women's dignity and
human rights are based on the
false premise that men and boys
are superior to women and girls, an
outdated view perpetuated by too
many religious leadersand adherents
who choose to misinterpret or
use carefully selected scriptures,
texts, and teachings to proclaim
the inferiority of women and girls.

These harmful and religiously
justified beliefs permeate societies
and contribute to the pervasive
deprivations and abuse suffered
by women and girls throughout the
world. Women empowerment and
the fruition of gender justice is one
of the ways in which the social evils
could be minimized.

In simple words, women
empowerment is giving power to
women to decide for their own lives
or inculcating such abilities in them
so that they could be able to find their
rightful place in the society. (The
Supreme Court in Vishaka & QOrs v.
State Of Rajasthan &Orson13 August,
1997 having regard to the definition
of ‘human rights’ in Section 2 (d) of
the Protection of Human Rights Act,
1993, and taking note of the fact that
the then civil and penal laws in India,
which was not adequate to provide
for specific protection of women
from sexual harassment in work
places and that enactment of such
legislation will take considerable
time, it is necessary and expedient
for employers in work places as
well as other responsible persons
or institutions to observe certain
guidelines to ensure the prevention
of sexual harassment of women
and thus declared that “it shall be
the duty of the employer or other
responsible persons in work places
or other institutions to prevent or
deter the commission of acts of
sexual harassment and to provide
the procedures for the resolution,
settlement or prosecution of acts, of
sexual harassment by taking all steps
required.”)

empowerment

According  to
Nations, women’s
mainly has five components-
Generating women’s sense of
self-worth; Women’s right to have
and to determine their choices;
Women'’s right to have access to
equal opportunities and all kinds of
resources; Women'’s right to have
the power to reqgulate and control
their own lives, within and outside
the home; and Women’s ability to
contribute in creating a more just
social and economic order. Thus,
women empowerment is nothing but
recognition of women’s basic human
rights and creating an environment
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where they are treated as equals to
men.

The position in India; from
ancient to modern period, women’s
condition-socially, politically and
economically- has not remained
same and it kept changing with
times. In ancient India, women were
having equal status as men; in early
Vedic period they were very educated
and there are references to women
sages such as Maitrayi in our ancient
texts. But with the coming of famous
treatise of Manu i.e. Manusmriti, the

But the British rule also brought
westernideasinto the country. A few
enlightened Indians such as RajaRam
Mohan Roy influenced by the modern
concept of freedom, liberty, equality
and justice started to question the
prevailing discriminatory practices
against  women.  Through his
unrelenting efforts, the British were
forced to abolish the ill-practice of
Sati. Similarly several other social
reformers such as Ishwar Chandra
Vidyasagar, Swami Vivekananda,

Acharya Vinoba Bhave etc. worked

Buring freedom movement, almost
all the leaders of the struggle were
of the view that women should be
given equal status in free India and
all types of discriminatory practices
must stop. And for that to happen,
it was thought fit to include such
provisionsin the Constitution of India
which would help eliminate age-old
exploitative customs and traditions
and also such provisions which would
help in empowering women socially,
economically and politically. India’s
Constitutionmakersandourfounding
fathers were very determined to

status of women was relegated to
a subordinate position to men. All
kinds of discriminatory practices
started to take from such as child
marriage, devadasi pratha, nagar
vadhu system, sati pratha etc.
Women's socio-palitical rights were
curtailed and they were made fully
dependent upon the male members
of family. Their right to education,
right to work and right to decide for
themselves were taken away.

During medieval period the
condition of women got worsened
with the advent of Muslim rulers in
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for the upliftment of women in India.
For instance, the Widow Remarriage
Act of 1856 was the result of Ishwar
Chandra Vidyasagar's movement for
improving the conditions of widows.
Indian National Congress supported
the first women'’s delegation which
met the Secretary of State to
demand women’s political rights in
1917. The Child Marriage Restraint Act
in 1929 was passed due to the efforts
of Muhammad Ali Jinnah. Mahatma
Gandhi called upon the young men
to marry the child widows and urged
people to boycott child marriages.

provide equal rights to both women
and men. The Constitution of India is
one of the finest equality documents
in the world. It provides provisions
to secure equality in general and
gender justice in particular. Various
articlesinthe Constitution safeguard
women'’s rights by putting them at
par with men socially, politically
and economically. The Preamble,
the Fundamental Rights, DPSPs
and other constitutional provisions
provide several general and special
safeqguards to secure women's
human rights. The Preamble to the
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Constitution of India assures justice,
social, economic and political;
equality of status and opportunity
and dignity to the individual. Thus it
treats both men and women equal.
The fundamental rights also assures
equality before law, Prohibition of
discrimination on grounds of sex by
virtueof Article 14and15respectively.
Art 15 (3) allows the state to make
special provisions for women and
children. This is important because
as espoused by art 14, itisimperative
for the state to make laws as per the
social condition of various peoples.,
The scope of Article 15 (3) is wide
enough to cover the entire range
of state activity including that of
employment. Article 15(3)is a special
provision which helps women to
come in same footing with that of
men. Article 15(3) makes intelligible
differentia and there may be a clear
nexus between the classification
made and the object sort to be
achieved by law, it may be reasonable
or it may not be reasonable, Article
15(3) is an enabling provision as well
as an exception to Article 15(1).1t is a
provision giving affirmative action
in favour to women. It is a type of
protective discrimination, Equality
of opportunity in matters of public
employment is also ensured in
Article 16 and Article 21 guarantees
protection of lifeand personalliberty.
In addition, Article 51-A under Part
IV-A of the Constitution of India lays
down certain Fundamental Duties
upon every citizen of India, which
were added by the Forty-Second
Amendment of the Constitution in
1976. The later part of Clause (e) of
Article 51-A, which relates to women,
gives a mandate and imposes a
duty on Indian citizens “to renounce
practices derogatory to the dignity of
women”.

The duties under Article 51-A are
obligatory on citizens, but it should
be invoked by the Courts while
deciding cases and also should be
observed by the State while making
statutes and executing laws. Thus
it is the duty of every citizen of
our nation to renounce practices
derogatory to the dignity of women.
Directive principles of State Policy
also contains important provisions
regarding women empowerment and

it is the duty of the government to
apply these principles while making
laws or formulating any policy.
Though these are not justiciable in
the Court but these are essential for
governance nonetheless. Some of
them are: Article 39 (a) provides that
the State to direct its policy towards
securing for men and women equally
the right to an adequate means of
livelihood, Article 39 (d) mandates
equal pay for equal work for both
men and women, Article 42 provides
that the State to make provision for
securing just and humane conditions
of work and for maternity relief.

" The Constitution of
India is one of the finest
equality documents in
the world.

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rom the eternal snows of the
I:Himalayas, to the cultivated

peninsula of far South, from the
deserts of the West to humid deltas of
the East, from the dry heat and cold of
the central plateau to the cool forest
foothills, India is a colorful canvas
portraying a unique assimilation
of ethnic groups displaying varied
culture and religions. It is a bouquet
of flamboyant flowers varying in
language, dialect, custom, rituals,

music, art, architecture, cuisine and
traditions but bundled into a single
unit by the fundamental values. India
is a cosmopolitan country with an
intriguing blend of old culture and the
new world vibrancy.

India’s history and culture is dynamic,
spanning back to the beginning of
human civilization. It begins with a
mysterious culture along the Indus
River and in farming communities

in the southern lands of India. The
history of India is punctuated by

constant integration of migrating
people with the diverse culture that
surrounds India. By 2nd millennium
BC a group of related tribes, the
Aryans, whose priests had perfected
a very advanced poetic technique,
which they used for the composition
of hymns to be sung in praise of their
gods at sacrifices, entered India,
and resulted in Vedic civilization
which flourished along the banks
of river Saraswati. It resulted in the
composition of classical literature,
i.e, the Vedic hymns, the sacrificial
instructions of Brahmanas and the
mysticism of Upanishads along with
the greatest epics Ramayana and
Mahabharata and the stratification of
society on the basis of Varna.

Emergence of Mahajanapadas in
7th and 6th century, BC marked the
emergence of two revivalist and
reformist religions, Buddhism and
Jainism. The period witnessed
Alexandrian invasion which ended in
the rise of Mauryan Empire in India
by overthrowing the Nanda dynasty.
The triumph of Chandragupta Maurya
over Nandas was due to his able and
unscrupulous  Brahman  adviser,
called variously Kautilya, Chanakya
and Vishnugupta who is the reputed
author of Arthashastra or Treatise
on Polity, a very valuable source of
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information on state administration.
This was the period when politics,
art, trade and commerce elevated in
India to a glorious height. It was the
period of unification of the territories
which lay as fragmented kingdoms.
In North India it was followed by the
Shunga dynasty which paved way
for the establishment of Kushanas,
which marked the development of
Ganadhara School of Art and spread
of Buddhism into distant regions of
Asia. In 320 AD the Gupta dynasty rose
to power, which was another mighty,
powerful and successful empire in
all its sense. Kalidasa, the famous
poet belongs to this period. Following
the rule of Harshavardana the last
successful ruler by AD 600, witnessed
aperiod of transition from the ancient
to medieval period which was known
as the period of tripartite struggle.
The southern part of India was
developed into a unique and distant
culture under the rule of Pallavas,
Cholas, Cheras, Pandiyas and had a
well advanced literature known as
Sangam literature.

The 2nd pattle of Terrian in 1192
laid the foundation of Muslim rule
in India. The Mamulk Turks, Khiliji,
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Tughlag, Sayyids, Lodhis and with
the establishment of the Mughal
Dynasty by Babur a new phase of

cultural transformation happened
in India. The influence of Persian
culture in Indian culture is reflected
in large scale from this period. The
mughal architecture and culture is
something unique and distinct. Akbar
the Great, with his distinct style made
great contributions in the field of
politics, art, music and architecture.
Taj Mahal, the epitome of love, which
stands as a world wonder, was the
greatest architectural contribution
by  Shahjahan.  Sufism,  which
attempted to achieve development
of their intuitive faculties through
ascetic exercises contemplation,
renunciation and self-denial and
Sikhism which preached the unity
of God and condemned formalism
and ritualism of both Islam and
Hinduism, was established in
India during this period. With the
advent of Europeans, Indian culture
started to show a western influence.
The struggle against the British
paramountcy in India saw major
reforms in Indian culture. It was a
period when nationalistic ideas along
with patriotism were reflected.

India with a several millennia of

history, boasts of a diverse and rich
built heritage. It is the only culture in
the world which spreads realization
of ‘sat’ (truth) ‘chit’ (concentration)
and ‘anand’ (pleasure).It also glorifies
one and all, since it visualizes the
life with a rare vision and something
